Access the Internet

® Wi-Fi: Get the default SSID and password on the label (Wi-Fi Key) and
connect to the Wi-Fi network with your mobile device, and then access the
Internet.

® Network cable (RJ45): Connect with the computer via LAN ports and then

access the Internet as shown above.

The factors affecting the wireless network coverage range include the
location of the product, distance between the product and a wireless
terminal, number of obstacles, obstacle material and density, and
interference source.

® Check that the WAN indicator on the front panel is on and the Internet
indicator on the front panel is solid green or flashing green.

Restore the factory default settings.
After the power is on, use a needle to press the button for over 5 seconds to
restore the default factory settings.
